ELIGIBILITY REQUIREMENTS
1. The applicant must be a resident of the state of Wisconsin.

2. The applicant must submit a legible clear application using the
supplied application form.

3. The applicant must submit two letters of recommendation, one from
a high school principal or high school teacher and the other from
anyone the applicant desires plus a list of classes taken.

4. Applicant should send three copies of the application,
recommendations and copies of school acceptance postmarked by
April 1. To: Chairman of the scholarship.

The winner must attend some institution within one year of being
awarded the scholarship. The winner will not be issued the funds until
after one semester is completed and evidence is given that the
education will be continued another semester.
