From: Ashland County: “Thanks for your support!” 
 

From: Buffalo County: “…we are definitely lacking some equipment, especially for the really tiny peds patients.  
We of course carry what the State of Wis. requires us to for Peds patients, but there is so much more that the 
kit contains that would be beneficial.”    And

Wood County:  "We cover six townships...about 290 square miles of area...average 900 calls per year…We 
currently have no pediatric jump bags due to budget concerns.  Please don't take me wrong, we have good 
equipment and it is kept up, we just cannot afford such equipment..."  
 

Washington County: "We have two large campgrounds in the area we cover...several hundred children of all 
ages every weekend throughout the year.  In summer...every day of the week... the potential for young 
patients...I know we need a more comprehensive kit."
