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In 2003 there were 4 EMS departments with pediatric jump 
kit bags (ped bags).  Today, 65 EMS departments have ped 
bags for ALL their ambulances and 56 EMS departments 
have at least one ambulance with a ped bag or are in the 
process of receiving ped bags!!   
 

121 EMS departments impacted by GFWC-WI clubs and 
club members!!  Thank you all for your support on this 
vital children’s project! 
 

Although we have made a huge difference in the EMS community, there are still 
325 EMS departments without a club funding their ped bags.
