to Provide Life-Saving Equipment For Children in Emergencies

The Ped Bag is based on the national EMSC Pediatric Equipment and Supplies for Ambulances lists and the ENA Crash Cards, a nationally recognized color-coding system for treatment of children.

The [XYZ Woman’s Club] donation is part of a statewide project to equip Wisconsin’s EMS ambulance departments with critical pediatric equipment.   GFWC and Kiwanis members statewide have been raising funds and awareness, to donate these specialized Ped Bags for Wisconsin ambulances.
